Course & Module Details
The MLE crashed on first day of release of Module Marks (20th June). Fixed by morning of 21st. (uPortal was generating very large numbers of LDAP queries, which caused problems under heavy load.) 
The problem was traced to the Announcements channel. This was temporarily removed while the bug was fixed. 

Amendments made to the channel so that Progression Decisions could be displayed. Progression Decisions and Final Awards were displayed from 4 July.

Resits Results were successfully released on MLE on 11 September, and Progression Decisions and Final Awards on 18 September.
